Offenbach is a service centre and an attrac-

tive location for investment. The services 

sector accounts for two thirds of the work-

force and value added. Offenbach is also 

home to industrial activities, small trading 

companies and various crafts. Its products 

rank among the best and are sold to the 

farthest corners of the world. More than 

11,000 companies create value of about 

4 billion euros. Offenbach is also a centre 

for trade fairs and congresses, including the 

ILM (International Leather Goods Fair).

In the processing industry, most  people are 

employed in the mechanical  engineering, 

chemicals and vehicle construction sectors. 

In the services sector, retail and the public 

sector account for a large share of the work-

force, which exceeds 50,000.  Offenbach 

has attracted numerous company- oriented 

 service providers, given the extremely at-

tractive terms offered by the  offi ce prop-

erty market. In the last 10 years, more 

than 1 billion euros of private capital have 

been invested along the axis between 

 Kaiserlei and the town  centre in the wake 

of the construction of the  regional express 

 railway link. The next offi ce construction

projects are already being planned and will

shortly be launched in the Kaiserlei area.

The town of Offenbach also acts as a  retail

centre for the region of Offenbach. Con-

struction of a further shopping centre will

be fi nished in the City area in September

2009. Other retail locations are  emerging

in the suburbs, encouraged by the high

 purchasing power and population growth

forecasts for Offenbach.

The Offenbach Business Development

Agency also focuses on developing and

promoting the creative industry, which

currently numbers around 1,000 compa-

nies and offers huge potential for further

growth.

The land belongs to Stadt-

werke Offenbach Holding GmbH and is one 

of only very few large areas located in the 

centre of a town in the FrankfurtRhineMain 

region that is available for redevelopment 

over the medium term. High levels of plan-

ning certainty, the rapid approval of build-

ing permits and an attractive rate of trade 

tax provide additional incentives to invest.
